Municipal Library Agreement

OTHER COUNCL BUSINESS

CITY OF TRENTON
RESOLUTION NO. 2014-11

WHEREAS, the CITY OF TRENTON ("City") has within its corporate boundaries a
number of actively used rail crossings which present lengthy delays and emergency traffic
challenges for its residents and commuters traveling through the City on a daily basis; and

WHEREAS, the major crossing operated by Canadian National Railroad (CN) is
located within the City on Fort Street, a state highway (M-85), just north of Vreeland Rd.,
which serves as the major connector between several downriver communities and as a bypass
in the north-south corridor in the event that the parallel inter-state highway, I-75 is closed
due to accidents or other emergencies; and
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WHEREAS, the City and neighboring communities have been in desperate need of a
bypass at the rail crossing for their emergency vehicles and quick access to the community
hospital (Southshore Hospital) located on M-85 south of the CN crossing, and

WHEREAS, the requests for assistance from the State of Michigan and CN to alleviate
this hazard have long been unheeded;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the City of Trenton does hereby petition and
demand the State of Michigan and Canadian Railroad to take immediate action to alleviate
the congestion and hazard caused by protracted closings of state highway (M-85) at Fort St.
near Vreeland Rd, in the City of Trenton, which obstructions daily disrupt and endanger the
lives of hundreds of downriver citizens and especially those dependent on emergency access to
the community hospital.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this petition be served on the State of Michigan,
the County of Wayne, the Canadian National Railroad, the Downriver Community Conference
and its member communities, the area State Representatives and State Senators, and
Governor of the State of Michigan, noting the existing 2008 Final Feasibility Study for the
Grade Separation of M-85 and CN Railroad (being CS 82211-JN 88874).

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized
and directed to execute and deliver this Resolution of the City of Trenton to the persons and
entities, identified above.

ADOPTED, APPROVED AND PASSED by the City Council of the City of Trenton this
5th day of May, 2014.

Moved by Councilperson LeFevre, seconded by Councilperson Baun-Crooks, to
approve a Resolution to request assistance from the State of Michigan and CN Railroad for
a bypass at the rail crossing on M-85, and request the City Attorney to add a statement to

the resolution regarding feasibility information from Public Hearing of 2007.
